










































































































































































WISHFUL THINKING - 56750 - $55. A modern Jazz Swinger commissioned by The University
of Saskatchewan Jazz Ensemble. This melodic chart features solos for Trumpet and Guitar
and includes a memorable saxophone soli. This arrangement of Wishful Thinking was
recording on the The University of Saskatchewan Jazz Ensemble “Bumper Crop V”.Lead
Trumpet note is a written high D. 5,4,4,G,P,B,D. Medium Difficult.

GARY URWIN

COLORES DEL FUEGO - 54020 - $55. Latin "cooker" featuring a catchy flowing melody, and
a Chase-like four-trumpet solo section ending with all four soloing together. Also an alto
solo, rhythm section interlude and lead trumpet solo over the out chorus. Solo sections
alternate between a Latin groove and double time swing. Modulates from Ebm to Gm, lead
trumpet to F with optional A's. Medium Difficult. Featured on the composer's album "Living
in the Moment". See otterdist.com CD section.

KINDRED SPIRITS - 54021 - $55. Catchy blues tune featuring sectional soli writing
showcasing all sections. Trombone and tenor featured on opening melody and improvised
solos, also an a cappella chorus without rhythm section, and two great shout choruses with
lead trumpet solo over the out chorus. Modulates from Bb to Db to G to Ab, lead trumpet to
F# with optional double C. Title track from the composer's aloum "Kindred Spirits" featuring
Bill Watrous and Pete Christlieb. Medium.

RODRIGO VILLANUEVA

ELNINO - 51876 - $60. Even 8ths contemporary chart in 11/4 (6/6 + 5/4) in the style of the
Dave Holland’s Big Band, with solo sections for piano and flugel horn in 7/4 and 4/4 broken
ECM. El Nino is a very challenging and exciting chart for the full ensemble, especially for the
rhythm section, which should make the primary 11/4 groove feel as 4/4. 5/5/5/G/P/B/D
with optional vibes. Lead trumpet to concert E. Medium difficult.

KEEP TRYIN' - 51875 - $55. Medium ECM chart in 6/4 written to feature soprano sax and
guitar solos. This chart demonstrates Villanueva’s motivic development in the big band
setting. The send-off, the Phrygian polyphonic interlude, and the overall chart’s
development are derived from the main thematic ideas. Challenging and exciting chart for
the sax and rhythm sections. Doubles: Alto 1 on soprano. Optional Vibes. Lead trumpet to
concert Db. Difficult.

COUNT THE STARS - 55850 - $50. Medium-tempo Basie-like, melody featuring muted
trumpet and flute. Scored for 5,4,4,g,p,b, and d. Medium.

FILM NOIR SUITE - Part | - 55851 - $55. Med up tempo, long intro movie-score like,
featuring trombone solo. Scored for 5,4,4,8,p,b, and d. Difficult.

FILM NOIR SUITE - Part Il - 55852 - $55. Slow, long intro without rhythm, movie-score
like, flugelhorn solo. Scored for 5,4,4,8,p,b, and d. Med difficult.

FILM NOIR SUITE - Part lll - 55853 - $55. Ultra fast intro, then going into half time blues,
open for any solo over blues changes. Scored for 5,4,4,g,p,b, and d. Medium difficult.

HOME OF MY HEART - 55854 - $60. Slow jazz-waltz featuring a flugelhorn melody, then
going into 4/4 bossa featuring tenor sax solo, ending in 3/4 again. 5,5,4,G,P,B,D. Medium
difficult.

HOT WHEELS JUMPIN' HIGH - 55855 - $50. Up-tempo 40's swing featuring guitar melody
and solo (Brian-Setzer-like). 5,4,4,G,P,B,D. Medium difficult.

IN THE DOGHOUSE - 55856 - $60. Medium-up tempo. The intro illustrates funnily an
argument between husband and wife. Then theme and solos played by flugelhorn and alto
sax. Scored for 5,4,4,g,p,b, and d. Medium difficult.

MR.J - 55857 -$60. Up-tempo be-bop, featuring trombone and trumpet solo. Scored for
5,4,4,8,p,b, and d. Medium difficult.

NITE CLUB SWING - 55858 - $60. Up-tempo 40's swing in minor featuring guitar solo
(Brian-Setzer-like). Medium difficult.

NO BOUNDS - 55867 - $55. Piano-feature in medum even-eights tempo with a touch of Pat
Metheny feel. After a 32-bar intro comes the 34-bar theme featuring piano. Then a 20-bar
soft band tutti and a piano solo. After that a second band tutti that builds to a loud climax.
The arrangement ends with a fragment of the theme with piano in half time. Scored for
5,4,4,8,p,b, and d. Med-difficult.

NO BOUNDS (with strings version) - 55869 - $65. Piano-feature in medium even-eights
tempo with a touch of Pat Metheny feel. After a 32-bar intro comes the 34-bar theme
featuring piano. Then a 20-bar soft band tutti and a piano solo. After that a second band
tutti that builds to a loud climax. The arrangement ends with a fragment of the theme with
piano in half time. As recorded on album of same name. Scored for 5, 4, 4, g, p, b, and d.
Vibraphone, Harp, Violin 1, Violin 2, Viola, Violoncello, Contrabasso. Horn 1, Horn 2, Horn 3,
Horn 4. Soprano Sax / Flute, Alto Sax / Alto Flute, Tenor Sax 1/ Clarinet, Tenor Sax 2,
Baritone Sax / Bass-Clar. Medium difficult.
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PARALLEL LIVES - 55868 - $60. 16 bar blues in 5/4 featuring a tenor sax solo, big band tutti
in 4/4 and a short drum solo. Trpt to written high E. 5, 4, 4, G, P, B, D. Diff.

REMEMBER TOMMY - 55859 - $50. Medium tempo easy swing featuring trombone
melody (Tommy-Dorsey-like). Scored for 5,4,4,g,p,b, and d. Medium.

SHORT PENCIL - 55860 - $55. Medium tempo swing, features the band all the way, no
solos. Scored for 5,4,4,g,p,b, and d. Medium.

START GROOVIN' - 55861 - $55. Medium tempo blues, melody with saxes, featuring alto
sax and trumpet solos. Brass solo in between without rhythm. Medium difficult.

TAKE YOUR TIME - 55862 - $55. Easy-going, smooth jazz, featuring tenor sax melody and
solo. Scored for Tenor, 2 flute, 2 clar, 4 flugel, 4 bones,g,p,b, and d. Medium.

THIS BAND IS BOUNCIN' - 55863 - $60. Medium-up tempo boogie, featuring tenor sax
solo. Scored for 5,4,4,g,p,b, and d. Medium difficult.

THISISNOT 4 U - 55864 - $60. Jazz-Rock (Brecker-Bros.-like) features trumpet and guitar
solo. Scored for 5,4,4,g,p,b, and d. Difficult.

TICINO - 55865 - $60. Long contemporary jazz piece (10 min) starts out medium tempo
with flugelhorn and tenor sax melody and solos, then a slow jazz waltz featuring flugelhorn
and finishing with a fast jazz-samba featuring a tenor sax solo. 5,5,4,G,P,B,D. Difficult.

TRY HARDER - 55866 - $60. Up-tempo be-bop on the changes of "There Is No Greater
Love." Theme played by the whole band followed by an alto sax solo, band tutti, and
trumpet solo. Scored for Sop-flute; Alto-alto flute; Ten-clair; Ten; Bari-bass clar,4,4,g,p,b,
and d. Medium difficult.

BOB WASHUT

ARENAS - 55073 - $55. Commissioned by Eric Schmitz, for the University of Rochester (NY)
Jazz Ensemble, Arenas is an exciting, hard-driving, Afro-Cuban chart cast in a modal
harmonic framework. In addition to an unaccompanied (free) piano solo, "blowing" space is
allocated to tenor and alto saxophones. Lead trpt. extends to a written E above staff.
5,5,4,G,P,B,D. Medium difficult.

BASSO URNESTO - 55062 - $52. A burning, Afro-Cuban chart. Solo changes are in alto 1,
flugelhorn (trpt 5), piano and guitar parts, with backgrounds cued. Middle section is an
additive rhythmic layering over a cowbell/shekere groove that builds to the out-head. Lead
trumpet extends briefly to a written hihg F# above the staff, but is generally very playable.
No sax doubles.

BIRD CLUES - 55051 - $55. Commissioned by the Southeast lowa Bandmasters Association
for the SEIBA Honors Jazz Ensemble, "Bird Clues" is a 24-bar "bird blues" bop vehicle that
moves back and forth from F to Db (12 bars each). Solo trumpet is featured on the melody,
the blowing section, and playing lead over a sax soli. Optional soloists may include piano
and/or guitar. Other features include: 1) a unison passage for the brass section and bass;
and 2) the drummer soloing while integrating band figures. Instrumentation: 5 saxes, 5
trumpets, 4 trombones, and 4 rhythm (p-g-b-d); no woodwind doubles. Lead trumpet
extends to a written Eb above the staff. Medium Difficult.

CUBANEANDO -55060 - $55. Commissioned by Phil Wise and the Missouri Southern Univ
Jazz orchestra. A jazz mambo showcasing a challenging trumpet soli that alternates with a
very singable band "coro". Features tenor sax, trumpet, and guitar or piano solos. No
woodwind doubles. Trumpet 1 to written F above the staff and trombone 1 to high C above
staff. Auxiliary percussion (congas) optional but highly desirable. Scored for 5,4,4, tuba,
g,p,b, and d. Medium difficult.

ELEGY FOR HOLLY - 55052 - $55. Commissioned by the Pella (IA) High School Jazz Band,
"Elegy for Holly" is a poignant vehicle for solo soprano saxophone. Reminiscent of Oliver
Nelson's "I Hope in Time a Change Will Come", this chart has a slow 12/8, minor-bluesy
"vibe" that alternates with sections in a brighter major tonality. Instrumentation: 6 saxes, 4
trumpets, 4 trombones, and 4 rhythm (p-g-b-d); no woodwind doubles. Lead trumpet
extends only to a written Bb above the staff. Medium Difficult.

4th D - 55070 - $53. A challenging, contemporary modal swing composition, 4th
D(imension) is inspired by a book entitled Bold New World. A highly contrapuntal texture is
created by the canonic introduction and the 4-voice fugato that serves as a development
secction. Open for solos (alto and tenor saxes, trumpet, or piano/guitar) including a drum
solo over a vamp. Lead trpt extends to a written Eb. above staff. 5,5,4,G,P,B,D. Med diff.

FAIRY TALE - 55065 - $50. Commissioned by Jim Oatts and the Des Moines Big Band. This is
a contemporary jazz waltz that features bass, piano (or guitar), and tenor saxophone
soloists. No woodwind doubles. Lead trumpet range to written E above the staff. Grade 5.

HELIOLATRY - 55067 - $50. A nice “blowing” vehicle on the chord changes to Miles Davis’
Solar, this chart can be opened up to feature any number of soloists (changes are in all
parts, with cued backgrounds). An extensive saxophone soli is one of the highlights. No
woodwind doubles. Lead trumpet to written Eb above the staff. 5,4,4,G,P,B,D. Grade 5.

KATHERINE ANN - 55050 - $55. A feature for guitar (and/or piano and vibes), this chart is a
tuneful, quasi-Latin composition inspired by the Pat Metheny Group. A contrasting middle
section moves to a half-time vamp that features a written melody played high on the neck
of the electric bass. The vamp builds dramatically to a return to the original groove. Lead
trpt extends to a written D above staff; no woodwind doubles. Medium difficult.



LEAP OF FAITH - 55071 - $53. A modal composition in a fast swing feel. This arrangement
was commissioned by its composer, saxophonist Dick Oatts, for a performance by a German
radio band. Solo changes are in alto 1, tenor 1-2, trumpet 5, piano, and guitar parts and a
drum solo over a vamp is also featured. Meaty tutti ensemble passages permeate the chart.
Lead trumpet extends to a written E above staff. 5,5,5,G,P,B,D. Medium-difficult.

MAMBO GALANTE - 55066 - $50. Commissioned by Bobby Shew. This exciting chart is a
bravura trumpet feature loosely based on the chord changes to Speak Low. A variety of
rhythmic feels, including son montuno (mambo), samba, and Afro-Cuban 6/8, provides
effective contrast. Although auxiliary percussion is desirable, this chart is playable with
drum set only. No woodwind doubles. 5,5,4,G,P,B,D, Opt'l Perc. Grade 6.

MEDICINE MAN - 55053 - $55. Commissioned by the family of the late Dr. Ed Ceilley for the
University of Northern lowa Jazz Band One, "Medicine Man" is cast in a even 8th, "ECM-ish"
groove ala Jack DeJohnette. Featured soloists are alto sax (quasi-Kenny Garrett) and piano.
A short middle section featues some very playable woodwind doubles (altos on flute, tenors
on clarinet and bari on bass clarinet). There are no real technical challenges, just a musical
ones: vibraphone and guitar are essential colors. Instrumentation: 5 saxes (w/dbls.), 4, 4,
and 5 rhythm (v-p-g-b-d). Lead trumpet to Eb above the staff. Medium Difficult.

OF COURAGE AND SPIRIT - 55069 - $52. - A soulful, gospel-tinged feature for alto
saxophone, this chart was written as a tribute to Tom Capps, a former student who
succumbed to cancer. No doubles or difficult/technical problems, just a poignantly
expressive vehicle. 5,4,4,G,P,B,D. Grade 4.

ONLINE - 55068 - $60. - Commissioned by the Augustana (IL) College Jazz Ensemble, Online
is a miniature suite in four movements: Introduction: Log-on, (I) The Information Hi-way, (11)
Cyberspace, (lIl) Chat-Rooms, and (IV) E-mail Special. Various aspects of free improvisation
are utilized in the first three movements. E-mail Special is a modified blues that can be
opended up to feature any soloist in the band. Technical problems and range difficulties
have been avoided in the interest of focusing on conceptual (improvisational)
developement. An effective programmatic piece, Online provides a welcome addition to the
literature for the school jazz ensemble. Grade 4.

SAGE, THE - 55064 - $49. An beautiful ECM-ish (8/8) ballad that features tenor saxophone.
Lots of colors are created by combinations of woodwinds, muted brass and guitar. (Sax dbls:
Alto 1-flute; alto 2 and tenor 2-clarinet; and bari sax-bass clarinet.) The chart concludes with
a soulful vamp. Medium difficult. Dedicated to Grant Wolf.

SIEMPRE EN ALGO - 55061 - $50. Commissioned by Al Naylor for the Linn-Mar Jazz
ensemble. An authentic Latin jazz compostion (son Montuno) inspired by the Cal
Tjader/Eddie Palmieri collaborations. Features guitar and piano solos. No woodwind
doubles. Trumpet 1 to written Eb above the staff and trombone 1 to B above the staff.
Auxiliary percussion (congas) optional but highly desirable. Medium difficult.

SERENGETI - 55063 - $55. (Mark Levine/arr: Bob Washut) - A "McCoy Tyner meets Eddie
Palmieri" minor blues set in a burning rumba guaguanco groove. Solo changes are in all
parts, with backgrounds cued. After the solo sections, the ensemble exchanges 8's with the
drummer for two choruses. Alto sax 1 and tenor sax 1 both double soprano sax. Optional
congas and hand percussion (chekere, cow bell, and claves) will lend authenticity. Lead
trumpet extends briefly to a written high G above the staff. 5,4,4,G,P,B,D, Perc. Originally
recorded by Mark Levine's Latin Tinge group (title track).

SHININ' - 55072 - $55. A contrafact on "My Shining Hour" changes Shinin' featuring the
piano trio within the big band. The chart is a medium swinger. The pianist, bassist, and
drummer all get solo space and plenty of ensemble work is included as well. Lead trumpet
extends to a written D above staff. Medium.

* * * NEW * * * GET UP AND GO - 56775 - $55. Bright swing flag waver. Solo: Ten. Sax.
Interesting mixed ensemble orchestration. Tpt. 1 top note High "C". Scored for 5/4/4/&
rhythm. No doubles. Medium Difficult.

DAVE WELLS

STRUTIN’ HAPPY - 55727 - $60. A slow swinger at MM - 110 that features the 1st
trombone, a piano with 2 choruses each and an interlude in between where upon the
ensemble settles into a swingin building groove until the end. Medium difficult.

SWEET & SASSY - 55728 - $60. A loose feeling 32 bar melody featuring the baritone sax
and or trumpet 4.

TO BLUES OR NOT TO BLUES - 55725 - $60. A flag waving opener or closer featuring a jazz
baritone solo along with 1st trombone doing both adlib and short written solo. There is an
abundance of high driving brass and fast moving unison sax lines interspersed with tasty
disonances. Difficult.

RON WESTRAY

MAYBE LATER - 56550 - $55. From the Lincoln Center Jazz Orchestra, "Swing Dance Tour"
of 2000. Swing Tempo; approx. 140-145 bpm to the 1/4 note. Swing chart with a modern
harmonic appeal, flanked by traditional vocabulary. Solos (as assigned by leader). Maximum
trumpet range is C; wih 8 va opt. on segment of out chorus. Reed parts require fast, clean
execution at times. No doubles. Done well, this is a very exciting chart! Difficult.
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MR. PERSONALITY -56551 - $55. From the Lincoln Center Jazz Orchestra, "Swing Dance
Tour" of 2000. Swing Tempo; approx. 140-145 bpm to the 1/4 note. Requires an "Ellington
Feel". Solos (as assigned by leader). Modal changes as assigned. Maximum trumpet range is
high B. Doubles throughout (two clarinets or sop. sax.) Lyrics for vocalist (vocals are opt.) "A
real crowd pleaser and musician's favorite." Medium difficult.

TWITT-TWOO...YOU HOO!! - 56552 - $55. Shuffle / swing chart with Tpt., Gtr., and Bone
solo. The chart is fairly demanding for the reed section at times. Approx. 140-145 bpm to
the 1/4 note. Demands swing style similar to Thad Jones/Basie. Blues based changes with
some ii7 V7 harmonic motion in places. Tpt. range is high E in lead (can be played 8vb if
need be.) No doubles in reeds. A real "crowd pleaser" and "musician's favorite." Med diff.

YOU ARE OUT OF SIGHT - 56553 - $55. From the Lincoln Center Jazz Orchestra, "Swing
Dance Tour" of 2000. Swing Tempo; approx. 140-145 bpm to the 1/4 note. Requires a
Dameronesque feel. Includes lyrics for male vocalist (optional). Solos (as assigned by
leader). "Heady" yet traditional changes. Maximum trumpet range is high C#. Includes an
even 8th feel on the interlude between solos. No doubles. A real "crowd pleaser" and
"musician's favorite." Medium difficult.

STEVE WIEST

CERULEAN 12 - 55977 - $60. A straight-ahead chromatic-blues piece from the Steve Wiest
Big Band Libray. Based on a 12- tone row with underlaying chromatic changes, solos are
written for trombone (or treble clef instrument) as well as an opional open section for other
soloists. Solo trombone (or treble instrument) plays over an exciting shout chorus that
modulates twice until the lead trumpet nails a high G. Rhythm section must be able to comp
chromatically and play a bit "out". 5 saxes, 8 brass, plus solo trombone and treble clef parts.
Difficult.

* * * NEW * * * DON’T GIVE UP HOPE - 55986 - $60. (All proceeds from this chart
will be given to the Red Cross to help relief efforts in Japan). Dedicated to the people of
Japan. This programmatic work has four sections. 1. To represent the Earthquake of March
11, 2011; an introduction using a kumoi scale first as a solo flute section, then featuring all
of the band as the energy builds. 2. A beautiful interlude representing everyday life in Japan
utilizing the traditional Itsuki Lullaby. 3. A multichordal fantasy that reflects the building of
the Tsunami wave followed by unusual chords in the brass that reflect the triple-disaster of
nuclear radiation. 4. An ending section featuring a recomposed Itsuki melody in major. The
piece ends in two keys at once in a hopeful gesture of healing along with sorrow. Lead
trumpet goes up to a 2 ledger line space written high Eb. 5 saxes (doubles: flute, clarinet and
bass clarinet), 10 brass, plus piano, bass, guitar, and drums. Medium Difficult.

EXCALIBUR - 55975 - $60. Exciting programmatic piece from the Steve Wiest Big Band
library. Based on the changes to "Con Alma" the groove alternates between up-tempo swing
and Afro-Cuban jazz. Solo sections for trombone (or treble clef instrument) soprano sax and
drums. Optional double C scream parts for lead trumpet, written two ledger line Cits. Also
includes a sax soli with soprano and trombone lead. 5 saxes, 8 brass, plus solo trombone,
and treble clef parts. G,P,B,D. Difficult.

* * * NEW * * * FULTON FILES, THE - 55987 - $60. Commissioned by Jesse Wollery
for The Denton High School Lab Band 1 in Denton, Texas. This is a combination modern
straight ahead and funky cross-stick groove piece. Solos for trombone 1 and alto 1. The send
off to the alto solo features a full band soli with a texture reminiscent of Michael Brecker’s
EWI voicings. A great closer or opener for a festival or concert! 5 saxes, 8 brass, plus piano,
bass, guitar, and drums. Tpt. 1 is a written two ledger line D.Medium Difficult.

ICE-NINE - 55980 - $60. Gramy nominated best instrumental composition for jazz
ensemble 2009. Up-tempo, exciting rocked-out composition from the University of North
Texas library. Recorded on "Lab 2009" the piece is based on a difficult chromatic line that is
a programmatic representation of the doomsday weapon found in Kurt Vonnegut's novel:
"Cat's Cradle". Solo sections for trombone, tenor sax, guitar and drums. Lead trumpet
written up to a 4 ledger line-space written high Ab. Also includes an amazing funky
trombone/bari sax soli. 5 saxes, 10 brass, plus piano, bass, guitar, and drums. Difficult.

IT HAPPENED ON COOPER STREET - 55984 - $60. Medium-tempo piece built around the
very funky “drums-n-bass” groove. This ultra-hip groove (also known as “breakbeat”) grew
out of the James Brown- influenced Rave scene and then morphed into a modern jazz
offshoot. Commissioned by the University of Texas at Arlington Jazz Orchestra directed by
Tim Ishii, Cooper Street is a tour de force of funky grooves mixed with a pastel interlude.
Solo section for tenor sax and drums. Some mixed-meter throughout. Lead trumpet written
up to a 4 ledger line written high G. Includes a strong ending that makes this a perfect set
closer.5,5,5,G,P,B,D.Difficult.

* * * NEW * * * LAST THEME SONG, THE - 55987 - $60. Recorded by the One
O’Clock Lab Band on Lab 2011, this piece is an homage to the Cop Show theme song genre
of the 1970s and the vanishing art of the TV theme song in general! The groove alternates
between super-funky and Afro-Cuban. The first part of the chart leads up to a fast jazz waltz
that features tenor 1. A cameo solo by piano takes place during the jazz waltz as well as a
shining moment for lead trumpet. The piece ends with an epic build up that is cinematic in
dramatic quality. The Lead trumpet goes up to a 4 ledger line written high G. Five saxes, ten
brass, plus piano, bass, guitar, and drums. Written to be the perfect closer for any set!
Difficult.



NEW CYDONIA - 55985 - $60. This piece is a definite change-of-pace for any group looking
to program something different! Recorded on The University of North Texas Grammy-
Nominated One O’Clock Lab Band’s “Lab 2010” CD, New Cydonia asks the programmatic
question: “What would jazz have sounded like if it had developed on Mars?” With exotic
extended techniques in the rhythm section, woodwind doubles and even a didgeridoo
double (in D) for second trombone, New Cydonia moves back and forth between an
otherworldly texture and a “broken ECM bossa” groove. Solo sections for trombone and
flugal. Lead trumpet written up to a 4 ledger line-space written high A. Also includes a
demanding woodwind soli with guitar doubling the lead. 5 saxes, 10 brass, plus piano, bass,
guitar, and drums. Woodwind doubles: Flute 1, soprano, clarinet, flute 2, and bass clarinet.
Trombone 2 includes didgeridoo in “D”. Difficult.

PUDDIN’ TIME - 55982 - $60. Description: Based on the original composition by Brad Leali
from his CD “Priority Soul”, this is a medium tempo shuffle that features alto sax. Arranged
for the University of North Texas Three O’Clock Lab Band under the direction of Brad Leali,
Puddin’ Time begins with a rubato Gospel-style opening section and then moves into a
driving shuffle that carries the piece to an exciting conclusion. Lead trumpet written up to a
3 ledger line-space written high F#. 5,5,5,G,P,B,D..Difficult.

NIGHT IN PIDRUID, A - 55978 - $60. An exciting straight ahead modern jazz piece from the
Steve Wiest Big Band library. The groove alternates between broken swing and New Orleans
"second line street beat". Solo sections for trombone (or treble clef instrument) tenor sax
and drums. Multiple themes (with the main theme featuring trombone and tenor) that are
programmatically based on the novel "Valentines Castle" by Robert Silverberg.

It was
inspired by Puccini's opera Madame Butterfly and has a brief musical quote in it. It was
published in 1916 and used in the Broadway show The Big Show and in the movie
Thoroughly Modern Millie in 1967 with Julie Andrews.

Scored for Flugel, Alto, and Rhythm section. As recorded by Bobby Shew Quintet on “Play
the Music of Reed Kotler.” Medium.



TEARS FOREVER - arr by Bobby Shew , comp by Reed Kotler - 61096 - $12. Medium 2
swing. Scored for flugel, Tenor, and Rhythm section. As recorded by Bobby Shew Quintet on
“Play the Music of Reed Kotler.” Medium.

TOMORROW'S EXPECTATIONS - by DAVID LIEBMAN - 61107 - $12. Ballad. Scored for
Soprano, Tenor, Flugelhorn (or trumpet), Piano, Bass, and Drums. Soloists: optional by
group members as desired. Recorded by Pete LaRoca Sims on “Swingtime” on Blue Note.
Medium.

TOO SOON - arr by Bobby Shew , comp by Reed Kotler - 61097 - $11. Up tempo be-bop.
Scored for Trumpet, Tenor, and Rhythm section. As recorded by Bobby Shew Quintet on
“Play the Music of Reed Kotler.” Medium.

TRACKS - By KIM RICHMOND - 61084 - $28. This up tempo bebop swing features a horn
motif with odd spaces in between. It looks harder than it is, but it sounds hip and natural.

The open solo section is over four chords with a break phrase at the end.

TRAINS by KIM RICHMOND - 61081 - $17. The mood on this is Latin a la Coltrane/McCoy

Tyner/Elvin Jones. It’s an extended blues built on “sus-chords” with a dynamic thematic line.

Harmonies on last section built on 4ths. Open solo section is a 24-bar blues. Latin or even-
8th swing feel. Head and solo section chords. Scored for Trumpet, Alto, Bone or Tenor, and
Rhythm section.

TRANSLUCENCE - by DAVID LIEBMAN - 61104 - $17. Jazz waltz. Scored for Soprano,
Tenor, Flugelhorn (or trumpet), Piano, Bass, and Drums. Soloists: optional by group
members as desired. Difficult.

TROUBLESHOOTER - by Kim Richmond - 61116 - $28. A rhythm section ostinato is the
basis for this chart, the harmony of which is built mostly in 4th. The solo section is free but
has two different backgrounds and send-off between solos. Scored for Trumpet, Alto (or
tenor), tenor (or bone), piano, bass, and drums. Optional 4th horn part and opt’l guitar.

TUESDAY BLUES - arr by Bobby Shew , comp by Reed Kotler - 61098 - $10. Medium slow
shuffle. Scored for Trumpet, Tenor, and Rhythm section. As recorded by Bobby Shew
Quintet on “Play the Music of Reed Kotler.” Medium.

TWEETIE'S DELIGHT - by DAVID LIEBMAN - 61103 - $17. Straight ahead jazz with chord
changes. Scored for Soprano, tenor, trumpet, piano, bass, and drums. Soloists: optional by
group members as desired. Difficult.

TWIN BILL - By GREG YASINITSKY - 61053 - $17. Up tempo, AABA bop tune. Similar to
“Yardbird Suite.” Tricky bridge. Scored for Trumpet, Tenor, and Rhythm. Difficult.

WHERE ARE MY KEYS, ALEX? - By MIKE DAVISON - 61026 - $13. SFunk/rock song with
Trumpet/Bass playing a bop-like melody. Trumpet, Alto, Piano, Guitar, Bass, and Drums.

WHERE’D THE SONGO? - By Don Bowyer - 61004 - $17. Latin tune with a songo beat. Alto,
tenor, trumpet, trombone, and rhythm. Medium.

YESTERDAY & TODAY - By THOM MASON - 61033 - $12. A lovely soprano feature, written

in the style of Keith Jarrett. Scored for Bb, Eb, C, Bass Clef, Piano, Bass, and Drums. Medium.

YOU ARE THE ONE - arr by Bobby Shew , comp by Reed Kotler - 61099 - $12. Medium
tempo samba. Scored for Trumpet, Alto, and Rhythm section. As recorded by Bobby Shew
Quintet on “Play the Music of Reed Kotler.” Medium.

ZOOT SUIT - By GREG YASINITSKY - 61070 - $14. Easy blues with a catchy head. Scored
for Trumpet, Soprano-Tenor, and Rhythm. Medium.

ADAGIO FOR SAXOPHONE QUARTET - By LADD MCINTOSH - 65001 - $15. For SATB. Score
and parts.

* * * NEW * * * ANGST - by Joseph Carucci - 65033 - $13. The third and last
movement of the Continental Suite for saxophone quartet (SATB) concludes with the
baritone saxophone feature Angst. The composition features pointed articulation,
multiphonics, and an inprovised baritone saxophone cadenza. Medium.

CHRISTENING BLUES - by RUSS PETERSON - 61619 - $20. HARD-BOP SAXOPHONE
QUARTET SERIES. AATB, improv in alto and tenor. Inspired by the writings of Chick Corea,
this piece is based on fourths and other interesting harmonics. The head is a 12-bar blues in
G minor, while the solo sections are modal over a 16-bar repeating pattern. The varied
instrumental colors of “Christening Blues” explore the spectrum of saxophone possibilities
with honking, squawking, screaming, slapping, etc. Difficult.

COME WHAT MAY - by MARK WATKINS - 61620 - $14. SATB, improv in sopranol. Count
Basie medium swing style. Somewhat challenging soli/shout section with 16th note
passages in soprano and tenor unisons with bari and alto harmonic support occasionally
jumping into the 16ths. Standard Basie voicings & a straight-forward melodic line. Medium
Difficult.
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DOCTOR BROTHER’S MUSIC BOX by Mark Watkins - 65010 - $13. SATB, additive group
improv on a single chord. Tune starts quasi-music box-like but transforms into a jazz groove
(straight feel). Some use of layered repeating patterns and semi-through composed melodic
materia. Challenging 16th-note section with side-slipping lines in soprano and alto over
drone/modal foundation in tenor and bari. Fun to play.

DON’T STEP ON YOUR NECK - by MARK WATKINS - 61621 - $16. SATB, improv in soprano
and bari. Compositionally complex, this work is based on fourths and altered chords and
scales such as lydian dominant and the super-lodrian or diminished whole-tone. Following a
bari cadenza is a technically demanding “shout” chorus where the primary difficulty lies in
the alto and tenor. Difficult.

EXCHANGES - By PAUL RINZLER - 65009 - $14. Med up swing. Saxophone Quartet features
contrapuntal bebop writing, using two simultaneous, soloistic melodies with
accompaniment from another saxophone. Combination of three saxes playing at any one
time rotates throughout the quartet. SATB a cappella, no improvisation (optional Alto
substitute part for Soprano). Med-diff.

HOUSE THAT MY FATHER BUILT, THE - by Mark Watkins - 65030 - $10. AATB, solos in alto 1
and tenor. The groove is straight, based on a hip-hop beat concept. In rondo form with an
ethereal melody over an open fifth modal sound leading into bebop 16ths and modern
harmonic progressions. Solos start with an open modal section followed by rondo
alternations of modern chord progressions and modal harmonies. Medium.

I’M FREE - by RUSS PETERSON - 61622 - $14. HARD-BOP SAXOPHONE QUARTET SERIES.
AATB, improv in alto 2. Hard-Bop’s tribute to reggae. This simple D minor tune has a great
feel and is refreshing. It always receives favorable comments from audiences, perhaps
because of the straightforward melody and non-complex harmonies. Alto 1 carries the
melody, alto 2 has an improv solo. Medium level.

JACK THE GIANT KILLER - by MARK WATKINS - 61624 - $15. SATB, improv in alto and
soprano. The entire story of Jack and the Beanstalk is told in this programmatic bebop blues
while paying tribute to a number of jazz “Giants.” The melody has similarities to Charlie
Parker’s “Now’s the Time,” the rhythm at the beginning of the shout chorus is comparable
to Brubeck’s “Take Five,” and the chord progression in the middle of the shout chorus,
leading into the section where the Giant is chasing Jack, is originally from Coltrane’s “Giant

Steps.” Difficult.

KAYAMIEN by Mark Watkins - 65011 - $13. SATB, improv in soprano. Straight rock-like
feel at onset, moves to a mixed meter jazz waltz, then to a swing solo section and out. 8-bar,
three chord repeating section for improv, walking bari, cued backgrounds. Rondo-like form
ABACBA. Generates a lot of energy.

LONELINESS OF A LONG DISTANCE RUNNER, THE - by DAVID LIEBMAN - 65022 - $30.
Arr by Caris Visentin. This suite which is approximately 30 minutes in length for satb is a
challenging orchestration of Liebman's solo recording of this title. It features soprano sax
lead, but also many instances of group improvisation based on tone rows, motifs, and other
serial ideas. Difficult.

L’ULTIMA CANZONA - by RUSS PETERSON - 61625 - $12. HARD-BOP SAXOPHONE
QUARTET SERIES. AATB, opt. improv in the 2 altos and tenor. Translated as “The Last
Tune,”. Latin groove with vamp in the beginning for introduction of players, and a vamp in
the middle for a “walk-out-in-the-audience” schtick. A great closer! Medium level.

LULLABY FOR AMY - by MARK WATKINS - 61626 - $13. SATB, improv in soprano. AABA
jazz ballad. Could be classified as medium in difficulty but does require some endurance.
The lyrical melody is shifted around the soprano, alto, and tenor saxophones. Harmonies are
based on fourths and altered chords. Mediumdifficult.

OF THINGS HOPED FOR by Mark Watkins - 65012 - $13. SATB, improv in alto. AABA jazz
ballad, lyric melody, interesting chords. 16th note sextuplets and 16 bars of ballad (double
time) improv most difficult elements. Melody trades amongst all parts including bari.

ON A WARM SUMMER'’S EVENIN’ by Mark Watkins - 65013 - $13. SATB, improv in
soprano. Based on a Newfoundland folk tune that helps audiences to relate to the
composition. Difficulty lies in use of mixed meters; however, meters fit into a groove that
makes them accessible. Modal-like improvisation, group improv section. Large structure of
composition is ABA. Use of layered ostinatos.

PEAS IN A POD - by Mark Watkins - 65031 - $20. Quartet not designed to stand alone
(harmonies take advantage of roots in the double bass.) Solos in bari and alto. Altered
harmonic progression stemming from 'Cheek to Cheek' give the tune a songbook feel. 14 to
17 bar phrase lengths. Style pays tribute to the Cool School with lightly articulated
counterpoint including fugal entrances in the bridge. S, A, T, B, with Rhythm. Medium.

* * * NEW * * * POPULATIC POND - by Joseph Carucci - 65034 - $13. The second
movement of the Continental Suite for saxophone quartet (SATB). Populatic Pond features
tenor saxophone's improvisation over a jazz ballad. Medium.

QUARTET O' SAX'S - by Dirk Fischer - 65028 - $13. Short tour de force for Soprano, Alto,
Tenor & Baritone Sax's. 4/4 Andante into 3/4 Moderato into 6/8 into 12/8 into Swing. S, A,
T, B. Sax quartet w/score. Medium.

REQUIEM - by MARK WATKINS - 61628 - $13. SATB, featured ballad for tenor saxopone.
Patterned after a Baroque concerto form. Harmonies, phrase lengths, and melodic
structures intended to depict a somewhat eerie Requiem. Medium level.



REVIVAL, THE - by MARK WATKINS - 61629 - $15. SATB, improv in all parts, 12-bar blues.
This tune is a rendition of a Southern tent revival complete with a guest preacher, choir, and
congregation. Built upon a twelve-bar blues, the chart borrows ideas from the funky-jazz
element of the late 50’s Hard Bop. The bari and soprano have an opportunity to trade rolls
as the bari solos and the soprano plays a “bass” line. Later, the soprano and tenor solo
together followed by a shout chorus and a final solo by the alto. Always successful with
audiences. Medium.

SAX LIFE - by DAVID LIEBMAN - 65023 - $20. This unique piece features four soprano
saxophones in a wide ranging panorama of colors and harmonies with a section of group
improvisation featuring assigned multiphonics and false fingerings. Difficult level.

SILENT SITE - by RUSS PETERSON - 61630 - $16. HARD-BOP SAXOPHONE QUARTET
SERIES. SATB, improv in soprano. This piece, in a medium Latin style, provides a relaxing
contrast for the listener in the midst of an energetic concert. The melody is shifted around
the top three saxophones providing a break for the performer and variation for the
audience. Medium - Difficult.

STAR-SPANGLED BANNER - by KEY/ARR NELSON - 61616 - $15. MEGA-SAX SERIES -
Unique harmonies put new life into the National Anthem without obscuring the traditional
melody. This arrangement works well at sporting events as well as in concert. David Demsey
(“Saxophone Journal”) calls it “a great blend of the modern and the majestic.” For
Saxophone Quartet A (or S)ATB. Medium level.

SUNSET IN SPERLONGA - by Mark Watkins - 65032 - $13. Quartet not designed to stand
alone (harmonies take advantage of roots in the double bass.) Alto feature with
homophonic and contrapuntal support from the quartet enriching the complex harmonies.
Beautiful melodic structures tastefully not over-written. S, A, T, B, with Rhythm. Medium.

VANILLA CREAM SODA - by MARK WATKINS - 61623 - $13. SATB, improv in bari and
soprano. Jazz waltz with a 4/4 bridge. A few interesting compositional elements include a
canon which becomes increasingly dissonant, ostinato, and minor seconds. Contemporary
composition but with a distinct melody and audience appeal. Medium difficult.

* * * NEW * * * VERMONT AVE - by Joseph Carucci - 65035 - $13. Vermont Ave. is
composed as the first movement of the Continental Suite for saxophone quartet (SATB). It
laternates between a straight eigth note feel and a swing feel and includes some very
challenging double time figures. Difficult.

...WHO NEEDS ENEMIES - by RUSS PETERSON - 61632 - $20. HARD-BOP SAXOPHONE
QUARTET SERIES. AATB, improv in alto and tenor. Written as a companion piece to another
Hard-Bop Quartet composition, “With Friends Like These....” “...Who Needs Enemies” was
originally for wind ensemble and quartet. Both charts have been arranged for quartet alone
placing additional responsibilities upon the performers. The style is that of a straight 16th,
quasi funk/fusion piece utilizing altissimo, slap tonguing, & other contempoarary
techniques. Diff.

WITH FRIENDS LIKE THESE... - by MARK WATKINS - 61631 - $16. SATB, funk/fusion
oriented improv in soprano and alto. Makes use of rhythm changes, ostinato, and modal
techniques within a straight 16th contemporary style. 16ths at quarter=152 are challenging
with side-slipping pentatonic lines creating an impressive effect. Difficult.

YOU’RE THE ONE - by RUSS PETERSON - 61633 - $13. HARD-BOP SAXOPHONE QUARTET
SERIES. AATB, alto 1 feature with improv. Rock ballad that features the 1st alto throughout.
The piece opens with three quartal chords which set a contemplative mood. Rhythmic
interplay in the background supports the haunting melody. The ballad closes with the
opening chords. Medium - Difficult.

A.A. IN G MINOR by ALBERT ALVA - 61600 - $33. Slow walkin’ haunting Tenor feature.
Opt’l Flute and Clarinet. Med. AATTB, Trpt, Trbn and Rhy.

A.A. MEETS M.C. By ALBERT ALVA - 61601 - $35. Alto and Tenor battle all the way at a
med fast tempo. No dbls. AATTB, Trpt, Trbn & Rhy.

BITTER LEAF - by Dirk Fischer - 65029 - $17. Waltz for 5 sax's AATTB. This quintet
arrangement by Dirk Fischer, of his own materials, very well demonstrates his craft with the
big band sax section. Though only 52 measures in length, it does show off the sax section in
a very melodic fashion. Sax 5tet with score. Includes piano score. Medium.

BLOODY GOOD BLUES - By ALBERT ALVA - 61602 - $29. Med shuffle featuring Tenor &
Trombone. No dbls. AATTB, Trpt, Trbn & Rhy.

BOP CITY - arr by Harold Sherman - 65002 - $20. Fast Be Bop. Bop City is a fun workout to

rhythm changes. Students can swing on this arrangement at a slower tempo than that of the
Live At Birdland recording, while advanced players can take the bull by the horns! Score and

parts, AATTB & rhythm section. Medium difficult.

BOY MEETS MOM - by Larry Nelson - 65014 - $20. Part 1 of “Sweet For Joel” (performable
by itself as well as part of the suite), this medium up swing chart is loosely based on the
chord progression to the jazz standard “Autumn Leaves.” It gives solo opportunities to the
lead alto and bari players. Scored for five saxes and 3 rhythm.

CHICKEN BOLOGNA - By ALBERT ALVA - 61603 - $31. The Chicken Bologna Orchestra’s
theme song complete with a cappella Sax section chorus and Dixieland ending. No dbls.
AATTB, Trpt, Trbn and Rhy.
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DOE-EYED - by JETT HITT - 61610 - $20. MEGA-SAX SERIES - A beautiful alto ballad
starting with a slow 32 bar song form and building to a double time tenor solo and sax soli.
It winds down with a return to the bridge in a double time feel and the opening eight bars in
the original tempo. An alto cadenza takes it out. Chart has a full score and are AATTB +
piano, bass & drums. Medium level.

EYES OF A CHILD - by Larry Nelson - 65015 - $20. Part 2 of “Sweet For Joel” (performable
by itself ans well as part of the suite), This is a ballad that features the tenor soloist. The
non-standard form of the tune (three 9-bar phrases in ABA form) is reminiscent of the way
in which a child looks at the world. Scored for five saxes and 3 rhythm.

GETTING YOUR AXT TOGETHER - By ALBERT ALVA - 61604 - $35. Med fast feature for Bass
and Bari Sax. AATTB, Trpt, Trbn and Rhy.

GLICK’S CLICK - Arr by ALBERT ALVA (Comp by Matt Catingub) - 61605 - $35. Alto and
Trumpet feature. Med fast. No dbls. AATTB, Trpt, Trbn and Rhy. AATTB, Trpt, Trbn and Rhy.

GO TELL IT ON THE MOUNTAIN - by Don Bowyer - 65027 - $20. Christmas medley for five
saxes (soprano, alto, tenor, tenor, bari) and rhythm. Includes Go Tell It On The Mountain,
God Rest Ye Merry Gentlemen, and O Come O Come Emmanuel. An accessible arrangement
for any ensemble. Inst: S, A, T, T, B. Easy medium.

IF YOU’'RE WONDERING - by HAROLD SHERMAN - 61611 - $20. MEGA-SAX SERIES - This
is an arrangement of an original 32 bar ABAB’ tune, written to the changes of “Beautiful
Love.” This composition was recorded by Miles Osland and Mega-Sax for a “Master Class”
Play-along CD. Charts have a full score and are AATTB + piano, bass & drums. Medium level.

* * * NEW * * * LEMA BEAN - by Jim Carucci - 65036 - $20. Lema Bean is composed
for five saxophones (AATTB) and rhythm section. It is in the style of a light bossa groove, but
features a very challenging saxophone soli. Difficult.

LISA'S DA BOSSA - By MILES OSLAND - 65007 - $20. MEGA-SAX SERIES - For Sax quintet
(SATTB) & Rhythm section, no score. A nice bossa melody with chromatic changes that
works itself into a challenging double time samba. Dedicated Miles’ saxophone playing wife,
Lisa. The title suggests who plays the bari in this family! Difficult level.

LYDIA (A LA MODE) - by HAROLD SHERMAN - 61613 - $20. MEGA-SAX SERIES - This
Lydian mode bossa nova emphasizes the raised 4th or charp 11th. It also challenges soloists
by covering a wide range of tonal centers. The repetition of simple melodic figures over this
somewhat complex progression is what makes this arrangement interesting and fun to play.
Charts have a full score and are AATTB + piano, bass & drums. Medium level.

MISS ELLA - by Matt Catingub - 61606 - $30. Ballad featuring the Baritone Sax all the way.
Scored for AATTB, Trpt, Trbn, & Rhythm. No doubles. Medium level.

NEW FRESH WALTZ - by Harold Sherman - 65025 - $20. With a 16-bar form, this light and
bouncy jazz waltz is the perfect opener, closer and solo vehicle. The tempo can vary
according to the level of musicianship, so this is the ideal addition to the libraries of both
professional and student ensembles. Charts have a full score and are AATTB plus piano,
bass and drums. Medium.

NEW KID IN TOWN - by Larry Nelson - 65016 - $20. Part 3 of “Sweet For Joel”
(performable by itself as well as part of the suite), This chart combines funk and
contemporary styles, and it includes a saxes-only section. Solo space is provided for alto and
tenor.

PINTO LIVES - By ALVERT ALVA - 61607 - $35. Med fast Alto and Trumpet feature. No
dbls. AATTB, Trpt, Trbn and Rhy.

POINT OF DEPARTURE - by HAROLD SHERMAN - 61614 - $20. MEGA-SAX SERIES - Based
on an original 12-bar “non-blues” melody, this chart has a “wagon wheels” feel. Young
players with limited exposure to the blues should feel comfortable with the ionian mode
composition, which just happens to follow a typical blues roadmap. Charts have a full score
and are AATTB + piano, bass & drums. Easy - Medium level.

P'S ROUGH HOUSE - by HAROLD SHERMAN - 65024 - $20. A shuffle with a deep groove,
this arrangement is a great opener as well as a finale to any concert. Not a blues, but with a
very bluesy feel. It features an extremely challenging soli section based on the solo
recorded by composer Greg Abate and transcribed by Tony Dagridi. The changes to the
second half of the tune provide a different type of challenge to the soloist. Score and parts,
AATTB and rhythm section. Difficult level.

ROTTEN ORANGES - by Albert Alva - 65017 - $32. Up-tempo swinger based on
“Tangerine” changes. Complete with trumpet solo, piano solo, and sax soli. Scored for 5
saxes, 1 trpt, 1 bone, and rhy. Medium difficult.

SCRAMBLED DOUGHNUTS - by Albert Alva - 61608 - $33. Medium fast swing. Open solo
section. No doubles. Medium difficult.

SEASONED VETERAN, THE - by Albert Alva - 65018 - $33. Medium swinger featuring both
tenors and the drummer on brushes. Scored for 5 saxes, 1 trpt, 1 bone, and rhy. Medium.

SO WHAT FOR ME - by JEREMY LONG - 61615 - $20. MEGA-SAX SERIES - A swinging
tune in the post-bop tradition with pedal point harmonies mixed in with the head. Based on
the changes of “But Not For Me”.

MEGA-SAX SERIES - A
challenging tenor feature and saxophone soli based on “Giant Steps” changes. The soli
weaves in and out of treacherous unison and harmonized lines. Inspired by the Mega-Sax
New England tour and a trip to Boston Harbor. Charts have a full score and are AATTB +
piano, bass & drums. Medium - Difficult level.

URSULINE’S GUMBO - by TODD TUCKER - 61618 - $20. MEGA-SAX SERIES - Straight
ahead New Orleans shuffle with lots of room for the alto and tenro to really blow. Based on
“Half Nelson” changes. Charts have a full score and are AATTB + piano, bass & drums.
Medium level.

JP'S DE-REGULATED BLUES - By NEAL FINN - 64025 - $25. Trombone quintet & Rhythm
sec. Neal will leave it up to you to figure out what this one's all about. It's a little wild and
off the wall (does that give you a hint?) Solo space for everyone on a straight ahead blues
progression. Parts only

SAMBA BEN LOMOND - By NEAL FINN - 64028 - $25. Trombone quintet & Rhythm
section. This is a light Samba that really cooks. Feel alternates between a Samba and a 4/4
Funky feel. Solo space for Piano (Guitar) & 3rd Bone. Contrapuntal section will tie you up a
bit. Parts only.

BLUE LOBSTER - by John Guari - 64050 - $32. A bluesy swing chart built on a descending
bass line. Solo begins with a quiet stop time section that builds back up to full on swing. Lots
of dynamic contrast between the softest and loudest sections. Solo in Trombone 4 (tenor)
part. Trombone 1 goes up to C (4 ledger lines and a space) above the staff. 6 Tenor
Trombones, 2 Bass Trombones, Guitar, Piano, Bass, Drums. Medium Difficult.

BLUES IN HOSS FLAT - by Doug Grieve - 64051 - $28. Shortened but faithful transcription
of Frank Foster's great Basie chart. A solo, 4 tenor and 2 bass trombones parts plus a rhythm
section. Range: C above middle C to C two octaves below middle C. Works great with two on
a part. A crowd pleaser. Difficult.

GOIN’ ALL OUT - By DAVE WELLS - 64060 - $38. - A flag-waving opener based on the
familiar chords of “In A Mellotone” mixing lots of contrapuntle lines with solid “Woody
Herman” type ensemble writing and featuring Trombones | & V. Written for 5 tenor ‘bones,
2 bass ‘bones and four rhythm. All four rhy are essential.

HOOSIER DADDY - by Curt Berg - 64089 - $35. If the title doesn't suggest the tune on
which the chords in this Curt Berg chart is based, it will soon become apparent when played.
The key, however, modulates up a minor third half-way through the tune. This is mostly a
modern-sounding arrangement with an angular melody and interesting chord substitutions,
but there is a quasi-Dixie section near the end. The first solo section alternates bass and
bass trombone, and the fourth bone gets an extended solo later. The solos sections follow
the harmonic format of the head. This is a fairly difficult arrangement, but probably playable
by excellent college ensembles. Difficult. Scored for 5 tenor bones, 1 bass bone, and rhythm.

INTERPLAY - by CURT BERG - 64079 - $35. Interplay is a medium minor blues, and one of
Bill Evans’ earlier compositions, and this arrangement utilizes elements of the arrangement
on his album of the same name. There is much additional material as well. The bass
trombone is featured both in written and improvised solos, and the third trombone has an
extended solo as well. Both the bassist and drummer have short solo sections with
ensemble sendoffs. Difficult. Scored for 5 tenor bones, 1 bass bone and rhythm.

1940 BALLAD - By DAVE WELLS - 64064 - $39. - A beautiful melody with written solos for
Trombone Il and VI (bass trombone) in a slow 1940’s fox trot feel. Written for 5 tenor
‘bones, 2 bass ‘bones and four rhythm. All four rhythm are essential.

OL’ TIME GROOVIN’ - by DAVE WELLS - 64022 - $35. Li’l Darlin’ type chart. Medium tempo
swing chart. Features Trombone solo, Guitar solo, and Bass solo. Written for 5 tenor bones,
2 bass bones, and rhythm.

RIDING THE BAVARIAN SIDECAR FOR 8 BONES AND RHYTHM - by Ryan Haines - 64018 -
$35. This humorous piece uses a New Orleans street beat as the underpinning for a raucous
back and forth between two 4-bone choirs who come together for a roaring close. Open
solo section over Bb blues. Based on the big band version of Riding the Bavarian Sidecar
recorded by the Ryan Haines Big Band on “People and Places” on Sea Breeze Jazz. Medium.

SENOR MOMENT -by Curt Berg - 64087 - $50. Here is a chart based on changes from a
well-known jazz classic from the 60’s which alternates between Latin and swing feels.
Soloists include bass trombone, piano, tenor bone, and drums. The ensembles are
demanding, but probably playable by a good ensemble. 5 tenor bones, 1 bass bone, and 3
rhy. Diff

SERENADE - by George Masso - 64048 - $30. This is a Trombone Octet. It's a slow piece
which is written for six tenor and two bass trombones. It's tonal and very lyrical. Medium
difficult.

STRUTTIN’ HAPPY - by DAVE WELLS - 64068 - $35. An almost blues chart. Medium slow
tempo. Laid back and dirty. Solos for muted lead trombone and piano. Written for 5 tenor
bones, 2 bass bones, & rhythm.



34 SKIDOO - by CURT BERG - 64082 - $35. The title of this Bill Evans composition suggests
the fact that the meter continually alternates between sections of 3/4 and 4/4/ time. The
tempo is medium fast with a strong swing feel. Both tenor trombone and piano are well-
featured to this tune’s intensely chromatic changes, and there are some trombone “fours”
near the end. This arrangement is quite difficutl technically and demands an excellent bass
trombonist. It will challenge top professional groups. Scored for 5 tenor bones, 1 bass bone
and rhythm. Diffult.

TURN OUT THE STARS - Comp Bill Evans, Arr CURT BERG - 64076 - $35. This arrangement
of one of Bill Evans’ most famous and haunting ballads is the first in a series of Evans’
compositions currently being written by trombonist/arranger Curt Berg. The melody/lead is
split between two players, and the jazz may be shared in desired. The arrangements
employs mixed meters at beginning and end, and requires a rhy section with very good
reading ability. The first & second parts will require a strong high register. Written for: 5
tenor bones, bass bone, rhy.

AMAZING GRACE - By Ryan Haines - 64114 - $23. Arr by Ryan Haines. An exciting version
of this traditional hymn, orchestrated for 4 euphoniums and 4 tubas. This piece begins with
a fast minor setting of the melody in 4/4, then pairs up the instrumentalists for a canon and
closes with a slow 3 setting of the melody in major, followed by an energetic drive to the
finish in the original tempo. A truly unique and entertaining interpretation of this well
known arrangement. Med.

ARMISTICE - by DAVID RACKLEY - 63011 -$85. Concert march setting featuring flute solo,
turning into a hymn-like anthem surrounded by brass fanfares and woodwind flourishes.
Medium level.

BEYOND THE DARK HORIZON - by Robert Hutchinson - 63015 - $85. Commissioned by the
Champlain Valley Union High School Symphonic Band in Vermont, this 7-minute piece is
fast-paced and dramatic. The first section is fully scored, uses extended jazz harmonies, and
has a driving ostinato. The second section provides contrast with more straightforward
diatonic harmonies and has a trumpet solo. The slow, mysterious middle section has an
optional flugelhorn part for trumpet 1, and calls for optional harmon mutes for trumpets 2-
4. The earlier two sections return and the piece closes with a celebratory ending. Scored for
3 flutes, 2 oboes, 2 bassoons, 3 clarinets, B-flat contra bass clarinet (optional), 2 alto saxes,
tenor sax, baritone sax, 4 trumpets, 4 horns, 2 trombones, bass trombone, euphonium,
tuba, double bass (optional), timpani, and four percussion parts covering marimba,
xylophone, vibraphone, glockenspiel, mark tree, triangle, suspended cymbal, cymbals,
woodblock, snare drum, bass drum, afuché (or cabasa, and egg shaker. Medium difficult.

DANCING ON THE STRAND - by Robert Hutchinson - 63012 - $85. This piece was selected
for the 29th Symposium for New Band Music in Virginia, has been presented at national and
regional composition and band conferences, and received an honorable memtion in the
competition for ASCAP's Rudolph Nissim Award. "Dancing on the Strand" is a 7-minute piece
with echoes of Stravinsky, Schwantner, and jazz. Three playful themes are subsequently
developed polyrhythmically (there are sections of two against three, three against four, five
against four, and seven against four) and canonically. In the celebratory recapitulation, all
three themes are combined contrapuntally. Trumpet 1 ranges up to a high D, Alto Sax 1
ranges up to an altissimo A-flat, and Flute 1 ranges up to a high D. Trumpet 1 and Trombone
1 use harmon mutes. Scored for piccolo, 2 flutes, 2 oboes, 2 bassoons, 3 clarinets, bass
clarinet, 2 alto saxes, tenor sax, baritone sax, 4 trumpets, 4 horns, 2 trombones, bass
trombone, euphonium, tuba, double bass (optional), piano, timpani, and four percussion
parts covering marimba, xylophone, vibraphone, glockenspiel, chimes, tambourine, toms
(4), temple blocks, castanets, bell tree, triangle, suspended cymbal, splash cymbal, tam tam,
slapstick, snare drum, and bass drum. Difficult.

FIRST FLIGHT - by Greg Yasinitsky - 63016 - $85. First Flight in two movements for concert
band (grade 4, inst: 2 fl, ob, 3 clar, bs clar, bsn, 2 asx, tsx, bsx, 3 tpt, 4 hrn, 2 tbn, bs tbn,
euph, tba, timp and 3 perc, and opt string bass) is dedicated to the USAF Band of the Golden
West and was commissioned to celebrate the 100th anniversary of powered flight. In the
first movement, "Airborne," the thrill and ebullient joy of flying is expressed with ascending
fanfares, rising harmonies and driving rhythms. In the second movement, "Three
Dimensional View," the new vision presented by powered flight is expressed in the lyrical
melodies in the tuba, clarinet, alto saxophone and trumpet, followed by a return of the
spirit introduced in the first movement. This work is featured on the USAF CD First Flight.

HELLS CANYON - by Greg Yasinitsky - 63017 - $80. Hells Canyon for concert band (grade
3, inst: pic, 2 fl, opt ob, 3 clar, bs clar, opt bsn, 2 asx, tsx, bsx, 3 tpt, hrn, 3 tbn, bar/euph, tba
timp and 3 perc, and opt string bass) is dedicated to the Clarkston High School Concert
Band, Fred Dole, director, and was funded by The Commission Project of New York, Ned
Corman, director. The piece features exciting, spirited themes and bold scoring. There is a
contrasting, lyrical section featuring solo trumpet followed by a fiery ending. The title was
inspired by Hells Canyon, the deepest river gorge on earth.

IRONIC BEHAVIOR - by DON BOWYER - 63010 - $80. Piece is written for trombone solo
and concert band. A repeating cpercussion theme is used to propel the piece forward. The
solo part goes up to C5, and includes jazz improvisation. The band parts include 2 flutes,
oboe, bassoon, 3 clarinets, bass clarinet, 2 alto sax, tenor sax, baritone sax, 3 trumpets, 4
horns, 3 trombones, euphonium, tuba, timpani, congas, bongos, snare drum, cymbals, and
bass drum. Medium level.

MUSSER OVERTURE - by Robert Hutchinson - 63014 - $85. This energetic 6-minute
overture in sonata form makes a great opener. It contains a backdrop of swirling
woodwinds, a powerful first theme presented in unison by trumpets, horns, and trombones,
and a long, arching second theme presented in unison by flute, clarinet, and bassoon. A
dramatic development with much of the thematic material given to the low instruments is
followed by an exciting recapitulation and majestic ending. Scored for piccolo, 3 flutes
(divided), 2 oboes, 2 bassoons, 3 clarinets, bass clarinet, 2 alto saxes, tenor sax, baritone
sax, 4 trumpets, 4 horns, 2 trombones, bass trombone, euphonium, tuba, timpani, and four
percussion parts covering marimba, xylophone, vibraphone, glockenspiel, crotales (bowed),
tambourine, temple blocks, sleigh bells, bell tree, triangle, suspended cymbal, tam tam,
cymbals, slapstick, timbales, bongos, woodblock, brake drum, snare drum, and bass drum.
Medium difficult.

SLOW VOYAGE THROUGH NIGHT, THE - by Robert Hutchinson - 63013 - $75. Written
after the shootings at Thurston High School in Springfield, Oregon, when the composer lived
in the neighboring community of Eugene, this elegiac piece is reminiscent of Samuel
Barber's "Adagio for Strings." There is one high D in Trumpet 1 and a high B-flat in Horn 1,
both of which can be played down an octave. Scored for piccolo, 2 flutes, oboe, English
horn, 2 bassoons, 3 clarinets, bass clarinet, 2 alto saxes, tenor sax, baritone sax, 4 trumpets,
4 horns, 3 trombones, bass trombone, euphonium, tuba, timpani, and four percussion parts
covering marimba, vibraphone, glockenspiel, chimes, suspended cymbal, and bass drum.
Medium difficult.
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TRIBUTE TO K.J. - By Ryan Haines - 63019 - $65. An exciting and entertaining solo vehicle
for either trimbone, tenor sax, or alto sax that was commissioned by the Sierra Vista High
School Symphonic Band, Las Vegas, Nevada. Written as a mambo, there are easy chord
changes for the soloist with a chance to improvise during both an open sholo section and
over ensemble hand-clasps in a vamp. There are written out comping figures provided for
piano and bass as well as parts for both auxiliary percussion and drum set.
